2. If the vehicle is operated without a trailer, you need to cover the coupling ball with a protective
lubricant and

put up a protective cap. When coupling the trailer to the vehicle the ball must be lubricated with grease.
3. After fixing the trailer’s coupling head to the ball of the Tow bar, you should implement a protective
safety connection of the trailer with a vehicle, using a hinge of the Tow bar to retain the safety chains.
4. After the first 1000 km of the vehicle’s mileage with a trailer you should inspect the tightening of the
all bolt junctions of the tow bar.

5. Don’t exceed the maximum towing weight and maximum vertical load specified in the instruction
manual of the Tow bar. Overloading can result in damage to the vehicle and / or to the Tow bar. In
